. Holders of a valid Hong Kong SAR passport who wish to
nter Japan with the intention of staying there for a

period not exceeding ninety (90) consecutive days may enter
Japan without obtaining a visa.

2. The waiver of the visa requirements under paragraph 1
above will not apply to holders of a valid Hong Kong SAR
passport who desire to enter Japan with the intention of
seeking employment or of exercising a profession or other
occupation (including public entertainment and’ sport for
remunerative purposes).

39 For visas, when required and granted, the competent
Japanese diplomatic and consular authorities will not
charge any fees.

4. The waiver of the visa requirements under paragraph 1
above does not exempt holders of a valid Hong Kong SAR
passport entering Japan from the Japanese laws and
regulations concerning entry, residence, exit, and other
matters relating to aliens.

o The Government of Japan reserves the right to suspend
temporarily the application of all or any part of the
foregoing measures for reasons of public policy including
those relating to public security, order and health. Any
such suspension will be notified immediately to the Hong
Kong SAR Government.

6. The Government of Japan reserves the right to refuse
entry into or stay in Japan to the holders of a valid Hong
Kong SAR passport whom it considers undesirable.

7o The Government of Japan, when it terminates the

foregoing measures, will give one (1) month’s written
notice in advance to the Hong Kong SAR Government.
