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Message of Mr. Taro Kono, Minister for Foreign Affairs of Japan

With the entry into force of the Paris Agreement, the international trend towards decarbonization has been gaining
further momentum. In the field of energy, active discussions and efforts are in progress worldwide to realize energy
transitions which transfarm our energy systems into the one consistent with the Paris Agreement and with low
greenhouse-gas (GHG) emissions.

In July 2017, in order to respond to the cataclysmic change in the global energy landscape, the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs launched the “Energy and Resource Diplomacy of Japan - global vision for a shared future” as a new strategy
for Japan’s Energy and Resource Diplomacy. Through this new policy strategy, Japan had put forward its
commitment to contribute to solving global energy issues. Following this strategy, | delivered a policy speech titled
“Renewable Energy Diplomacy of Japan - Climate Change and Future Energy” at the Assembly of International
Renewable Energy Agency (IRENA) last January. In this speech, | clearly expressed that Japan is welcoming the new
era of renewable energy and committed that Japan will actively contribute to the global energy transitions by
technology and innovation. Furthermore, | invited Mr. Adnan Amin, Director-General of IRENA to Japan this past
April. Mr. Amin conveyed the global dynamics to the Japanese society while sharing the “Fukushima Plan for a New
Energy Society” with the international community by his visit to Fukushima Prefecture. Through these efforts, |
have developed renewable energy diplomacy which connected Japan and the world in both directions.

Today's symposium is designed to enrich discussions on the desired policy directions to strengthen energy security
in Asia by covering such issues like a future energy investment corresponding to energy transitions and challenges
to achieve energy transitions in Asia which will account for large part of the global energy demand in the future. It
is my sincere hope that active and meaningful discussion will be held by bringing together latest analysis,
research outcomes and expertise gained in the field.
