Monsieur le Ministre,

I have the honour to advise Your Excellency that
arrangements have been completed in Canada whereby
a delegation consisting of forty or more Canadians
prominent in the business and social life of the Dominion
will visit Japan during the month of October. This
delegation has been organized under the auspices of the
Canadian Chamber of Commerce, a body representing

the various Boards of Trade and Chambers of Com-
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merce throughout Canada. The delegation proposes to
arrive at Yokohama on the “Empress of Russia” on the
morning of October 27th and after visiting the various
cities of Japan some of those accompanying it will
proceed to China. The journey throughout Japan is more
clearly illustrated by the enclosed copies of the itiner-
ary, which I trust will meet with your approval. If not,
I will be only too happy to have it altered in accordance
with your wishes.

The visit of this delegation to Japan is being particu-
larly made for the purpose of making Japan and
Japanese industries better known to Canadians, and for
the purpose of increasing in cordiality, international
relations between Canada and Japan and also the
mutual confidences of the peoples of both countries.

Your Excellency will observe that in the enclosed
itinerary certain days in Tokyo, Nagoya, Kyoto, Osaka
and Kobe are left without definite appointments, as it

was hoped that arrangements could be made through the
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Japanese Associated Chambers of Commerce whereby
members of this delegation would be given the opportu-
nity of visiting some of the interesting Japanese indus-
tries and undertakings, and of meeting some of the
leading businessmen of this Country.

May I presume upon Your Excellency’s favour by
asking your cooperation in making the visit of this, the
first Canadian Delegation to Japan, a success?
