You will be interested to learn that it is proposed to
send an Economic Mission to the Far East from England
this autumn.

I cannot yet give you any details of its constitution. It
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will arrive in Japan about mid-September and proceed
to China so as to arrive there in mid-October. It is not
proposed that it should be officially accredited to the
Japanese or Chinese Government, but it is being sent, 1
understand, under the auspices of the British Govern-
ment.

It will consist of about 6 members, with an indepen-
dent sub-misssion of some 10 members, concerned with
the textile trades. In Japan the chief object of the
mission will be to return the visit paid by the Japanese
Business Men’s Mission of 1922; and Baron Dan and his
associates have kindly promised to welcome the British
mission and to assist them while here.

The foregoing is merely a provisional notice of the
arrival of the mission. We shall not fail to notify you
officially as soon as we hear definite particulars from
our Foreign Office.

Majesty’s Government has decided to appoint an Eco-
nomic Mission to visit the Far East for the purposes of
enquiring into the present condition of British trade.

2.  The Mission will sail from the United Kingdom
during the month of September, and will arrive in Japan
early in November, its principal object in this country
being to return the visit paid to England by Baron Dan’s
missiom in 1921. The intention of His Majesty’s Gov-
ernment is that a stay of some two or three weeks
should be made in Japan.

3. The Mission will consist of a main mission, and
also a sub-mission representing the British cotton indus-
try, the whole being under the leadership of Sir Ernest
Thompson, Chairman of the Executive, Joint Action
Committee of the cotton trade organizations, Chairman
of the Cotton Trade Statistical Bureau, and late Presi-
dent of the Manchester Chamber of Commerce.

4. The main mission is composed of one representa-
