Dear Mr. Ochs:

I was so sorry to be called out of town and so
unable to attend that dinner of yours to the Directors
of the Associated Press last Saturday night. I was
sorry, too, to miss seeing your wonderful new
offices.

The “Times” has done a notable work in its news
and editorial matter in reference to this Japanese
situation. In this connection I am venturing to call
to your personal attention, but of course not as a
letter to the Editor, the following points:

In recent discussions in Congress upon the bill
designed to prohibit all Japanese immigration certain
suggestions have from time to time been made cast-
ing doubt upon the care, and even scrupulousness,
with which the Japanese Government has carried
out the so-called “Gentlemen’s Agreement.” I have
failed to note any specific instances where it is

alleged Japan has omitted to carry out the agreement

upon the Government the severest necessities in the
way of obtaining great.cash funds for relief of suffer-
ing and for immediate reconstruction. Yet that Gov-
ernment had such scruples as to meeting, beyond
the slightest chance of failure, its maturing oc:mmh
tions in America and in England that it resolutely
refused to draw from those cash balances a penny
that might serve to imperil its ability to meet its
maturities when due. Not until the Government had
successfully negotiated the new loan and had ar-
ranged it in amount sufficient to cover its obliga-
tions maturing next year, did it feel itself justified
in utilizing these liquid funds, even for its dire neces-
sities.

1 ,wmom: no instance in government or internation-
al finance where a more signal example has been
given of good faith and scrupulousness than this
which I have just quoted. A government capable
of such fidelity as this to its engagements could not

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be guilty of swerving from its execution of the so-
called “Gentlemen’s Agreement” which, according to
Ambassador Hanihara, involved the question of entry
at most of only two or three hundred Japanese
laborers in the course of a year.

It has occurred to me that possibly, if the matter
arises in some different form again, your editorial
writers might like to have these facts in mind.
