The Ambassador asked Mr. Bryan whether he
would state the reasons for which the United States
Government were taking this step, as he (the Ambas-
sador) had already suggested, under instructions from
the British Foreign Office, that the Powers should ex-
change views on the nﬁ%ﬁoﬁ of the United States Govern-
ment, the Government of China should be granted re-
cognition without further delay because enough time
had now passed to prove that the Republic was firmly
established and that the Chinese nation had confidence
in the new regime.

Sir Edward Grey proposes to reply to the United

‘States Government that the British Government main-
tain the views, which they have held from the begin-
ning, and of which the United States Government are
aware, respecting the conditions preliminary to re-
cognition. These views are:—

2. That the rights, privileges and immunities of
British Subjects, which are the result of treaties
and established customs and usages, should be
formally confirmed.

He proposes to add that, to his regret, the infor-
mation received by the British Government does not
tend to confirm the view of the present situation in
China expressed by Mr. Bryan; and that His Majesty’s
Government would not, in any case, act without first
exchanging. views fully with the other Powers re-
presented at Peking, which it would be difficult to do
before the date on which the United States propose to
declare recognition.
