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Section 5203, Rem. & Bal. Code, éEo_a was sec-
tion 1, chapter 87, of the Laws of 1891, provides:

“It shall be unlawful for any person to fish for
or take for sale or profit any salmon, sturgeon, or
other food fish in any of the rivers or waters of
this state, or over which it has consurrent juris-
diction in civil and criminal cases, unless such
person be a citizen of the United States, or has
declared his intention to become such, one year
prior thereto, and is and has been for six months
immediately prior to the time he engages in such
business an actual resident of the state.”

We believe that the words, “fish for or take for
sale or profit,” as used in the above section, are
broad enough to include the employes of the
owners of fishing appliances; and you are there-
fore advised that no person can legally take food
fish from the waters of this state for sale or
profit, either as employer or as employee, unless
such wﬁ.mg be a citizen of the United States, or
has declared his intention to become such one year
prior to the taking of such fish.

-This advice is in accordance with an opinion of
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Attorney General .u ones, of date April 1, 1892
(Opinions 1891-2,p.218), in which Mr. Jones says:

“The intention of the legislature as expressed in
this section is manifestly to prohibit persons other
than those specified in that Section from fishing
for salmon, sturgeon or other food fish in any of
the rivers of this state, excepting for sport or
their own consumption. One who engages in the
business of fishing in consideration of wages paid
to him by another is as much in the business of
fishing for profit as one who owns the nets and
whose business is taking fish for the market; and
it is equally a violation of law for a person who
does not belong to the classes specified in the sec-
tion quoted to engage in the business as a servant,
laborer or employee as to take fish on his own

account for the purposes of sale or profit.”

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GOVERNOR TRAMMELL’S VIEWS ON AN

- ANTI-ALIEN LAND
LAW FOR THE STATE OF FLORIDA.

Constitution ﬁ.\osa.. First Have To be
Amended Before
Such Act Would Hold.

Could not be started by Special Session.

Constitutional Clause Is Strong Permitting
] Foreigners
To Own Lands In This State.

Tallahassee, Oct. 17.—Governor Park Trammell
states that after giving the matter some thought
he is of the opinion that regardless of the ques-
tion as to whether or not, as a matter of policy, it
would be wise to convene the legislature in special
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session to consider the passage of an alien land
law, that until the constitution of this state is
amended the legislature could not constitutionally
enact such law. He makes reference to .section
19 of the “declaration of rights” of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Florida, which provides as
follows: _ ‘
“Foreigners shall have the same right as to
the - ownership, inheritance and disposition of
property in this m,g;m as citizens of the state.”
The governor calls attention to the fact that the
Eomma constitution in this provision goes further
in the matter of giving to foreigners the right of
the ownership of property than was true.of sec~
tion 17 of the ‘“declaration of Em&ﬁ: of the old
constitution of 1868.
vided.that “foreigners who are, or who may here-
after become, bona fide residents of the state, shall
enjoy the same rights in respect to the possession,

The old constitution pro-

enjoyment and inheritance of property as native
born citizens.”

In view of the above provisions of the present
constitution and also in view of the fact that an

P
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amendment to the constitution can only be offered
and submitted at a regular session of the legis-
lature, the governor seems to be of the opinion
that a special session of the legislature to deal
with the Japanese problem would be futile, it be-
ing his opinion that an anti-alien land law would
be in violaticn of the constitution.

The governor says:  “While California passed
such law the constitution of that state contains no
such provision as that found in the Florida con-
stitution, but to the contrary section 17 of the
“pill of rights” of the constitution of California as
amended November 6, 1894, specifically authorizes
the legislature of that state to enact such law.”
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
