My dear Ambassador,

I beg to say before Your Excellency for your
strictly confidential information the telegraphic
report to the following effect which I have received
from Mr.
Mukden:—

On August 12th, General Chang Tso-lin, originally

Ochiai, Japanese Consul-General at
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a leader of the Mounted Bandits, and now Com-
mander of the 27th Division of the Chinese Army
in Manchuria, confidentialy told high official of the
South Manchuria Railway Company that Dr. Siebert
German Vice-Consul, who has left Mukden with the
Consul-General some time before, having secretly
returned to the place on the 10th, called on the
General in strict secrecy on the 11th, and told him
that he was contemplating the destruction of the
Siberian Railway in order to obstruct the conveyance
of the Russian troops from the Orient to Europe.
The Vice-Consul asked General Chang if he would
assist him in the undertaking, which request it is
understood, the General declined.
