Since September 1917 (if not from an early
date) German General Staff in Berlin has maintained
in Mexico City number of confidential agents; these
have endeavoured consistently to obtain ascendency
over de facto ruler of the country with a view to
inducing or compelling him to inflict damage on the
powers at war with Germany by every means locally
available. The following résumé will show briefly
the course of events in so far as it is known to
H. M.s Government:—

In September 1917 deliberations of Germans in
Mexico resulted in the following action. One German
agent was sent to Spain to establish communication
with Berlin. Principal German agent remained in
charge of operations in Mexico and was to help make
Carranza supreme there and then to try and induce
him to conclude treaty with Germany for the entry
of Mexico into the war on the side of Central Powers.
Action was to be taken to deprive powers at war
with Germany of the Mexican oil supply and to
organize military attack on United States territory.

Germany was to supply money, arms, material and
experts and guarantee special commercial and diplo-
matic privilege after the war. Success of the efforts
to obtain ascendency over Carranza no less than
success of the proposed plan of action depends largely
upon the question of money and arms. In spite of
what principal agent might offer he was not in a
position to supply either one or other direct from
Germany. He, therefore, recommended attempt to
obtain both from Japan and represented that Japa-
nese Government, so far from opposing sale of arms
to Mexico, would encourage it. Negotiations for
arms are in progress through Mexican representa-
tives in Tokio, cares being taken to conceal any
German interest in the transactions. To obtain
money both for use in Mexico and pay for arms, it
was decided to send a third agent to Japan to raise
funds on security of German holding of Japanese
Government loans. Should these plans prove so far
successful as to secure the transfer of arms or money
from Japan to Mexico, in quantity sufficient to enable

Carranza under German guidance to embark on the
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military enterprise hostile to United States, it is

With respect to German design to obtain control
of Vladivostok and Eastern Siberia, H. M.’s Govern-
ment have information that there are at present in
the Far East three German agents specially in-
structed to operate in Eastern Siberia. Most danger-
ous of these operations is to be organization of
German and Austrian prisoners of war detained by
Russia in Siberia and now likely to be released.
Most important of three agents is man who can
easily pass as Russian and who is reported to have
made his way from Germany across America to
Japan. His exact whereabouts is unfortunately un-
known at present. Second in importance is German
who is reported to have gone from Mexico or United
