JOINT RESOLUTION

Proposing an amendment to the Constitution of
the United States.

Resolved by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress
assembled(two-thirds of each House concurring therein),
That the following article is hereby proposed to the
several States as an amendment to the first section of
amendment fourteen of the Constitution, which shall
become valid to all intents and purposes as a part
of the Constitution when ratified by the legislatures
of three-fourths of the several States:

Amendment XIV.

Section 1. All persons born in the United States
and subject to the jurisdiction thereof whose parents
are white persons, Africans, American Indians, or their

descendants, and all persons naturalized in the United

st
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States and subject to the jurisdiction thereof, are citizens
of the United States and of the State wherein they
reside. No State shall make or enforce any law which
shall abridge the privileges or immunities of citizens
of the United States; nor shall any State deprive any
person of life, liberty, or property, without due process
of law; nor deny to any person within its jurisdiction
the equal protection of the laws.

“The Congress shall have power to enforce, by

appropriate legislation, the provisions of this article.”

A BILL

To provide for the protection of the citizens of

The term ‘“‘Immigration Act’> means the .\Awwwv_p. of
February 5, 1917, entitled ‘“An Act to regulate the
immigration of aliens to, and the residence of aliens in,
the United States’’ ; and the term ‘‘immigration laws”’
includes such Act and all laws, conventions, and treaties
of the United States relating to the immigration or
the exclusion of aliens.

The word “‘alien” includes any person not a
native-born or naturalized citizen of the United States,
but this definition shall not be held to include Indians of
the United States not taxed nor citizens of the islands

under the jurisdiction of the United States.
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SEC. 2. That (except as otherwise provided in this
Act) from fifteen days after the passage of this Act,
and until the expiration of two years next after its
passage, the immigration of aliens to the United States
is prohibited, and during such time it shall not be
lawful for any alien to come from any foreign port or
place, or, having so come, to remain within the United
States.

SEC. 3. (a) That section 2 shall not apply to
otherwise admissible aliens lawfully resident in ‘the
United States, nor to otherwise admissible aliens of
the following status or occupations, when complying
with the requirements of this section and with all other
provisions of the immigration laws :

(1) Government officials, their families, attendants,
servants, and employees ;

(2) Travelers for pleasure, business, or curiosity ;

(3) Ministers or religious teachers, missionaries,
civil engineers, artists,

lawyers, authors, chemists,

wcmvm:m or parent, but a photograph of each must be
attached to the passport. Each male child sixteen years
of age or over must carry a separate passport.

(¢) Each such passport must be viséed by an
American consulate, or a diplomatic mission if specially
authorized, in the country from which the holder starts
on his trip to the United States, and if such country
is not the country to which he owes allegiance the
passport must also be viséed by a diplomatic or consular
officer therein of his own country. In all cases the
passport must also be viséed by an American consulate,
or the diplomatic mission if specially authorized, in the
country from which the alien embarks for the United
States, or if he comes by land, the country by which
he enters the United States.

(d) Each alien coming within the provisions of
this section, except a duly accredited government
official, must furnish to the American diplomatic or

consular officer who visées the passport in the foreign

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teachers, and physicians who may enter the United
States during the time of suspension of immigration
for periods not exceeding six months;

(4) Students who may enter the United States
solely for the purpose of study; and upon graduation
or completion of studies, at educational institutions
particularly designated, they shall not be entitled to
remain in the United States.

(b) An alien belonging to one of the classes or
persons enumerated in subdivision (a) shall be permit-
ted to enter the United States only upon presentation
of a valid passport or other official document in the
nature of a passport Chereinafter referred to as a pass-
port) satisfactorily establishing his identity, nationality,
and to which of the classes so enumerated he belongs,
together with a signed and certified photograph of the
bearer attached. A wife, or a female child under
twenty-one years of age, or a male child under sixteen

years of age, may be included in the passport of a

country from which he starts on his trip to the United
States, and to the American authorities at the port of
entry or elsewhere in the United States, a written
declaration setting forth: (1) The date and place of
the bearer’s birth; (2) the nationality and race of his
father and mother; (3) the place of the bearer’s last
foreign residence and the other places, if any, where

has ever been in this country, the dates and objects

he has resided within the past five years;

of his visits and the places and addresses where he
resided or sojourned; (5) the date set for his departure
for the United States, the port of embarkation, and
the name of the ship on which he is to sail, if he goes
by water; (6) names and addresses of persons ac-
quainted with the applicant in the country from which he
starts and in the United States; (7) the expected
duration and object of his proposed visit to this coun-
try, the documentary or other proofs of such objects

submitted, and the place or places in the United States

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where he expects to sojourn or reside; (8) that the
bearer knows and understands the provisions of the
immigration laws, excluding certain classes of aliens
from the United States, and is certain that he does not
fall within any of such classes; (9) that the bearer
understands that if, on arrival at a port of the United
States, he is found to be a member of a class excluded
by the immigration laws, he will be deported if practi-
cable, or, if for any reason deportation should be found
to be impracticable, will be held in detention indefi-
nitely in an immigration station or other place of
confinement, and that he is, with full understanding
thereof, assuming all risks involved in a possible return
trip in consequence of being rejected under such law.

(e) A wife or minor child who does not expect

to reside with the husband or father in the United

States must carry a separate declaration.

(f) Each declaration must be affirmed or sworn

to before a consular officer, or a diplomatic officer of

(g) A fee not exceeding $1 shall be collected by
diplomatic or consular officers of the United States for
the execution of such declaration and the viséing of
passports.

(h) No American embassy, legation, or consulate
shall visé a passport of one who has been an alien
enemy of the United States to enable him to enter
this country unless special authorization of this Gov-
ernment has been previously obtained.

SEC. 4. That any alien heretofore legally admit-
ted, or any citizen of the United States, may bring in
or send for his father or grandfather over fifty-five
years of age, his wife, his mother, his grandmother,
his unmarried or widowed daughter, his son not over
sixteen years of age, and such relatives, if otherwise
admissible, shall be permitted to enter: Provided,
however, That any relative who has been an alien
enemy of the United States may not enter the United

States unless special authorization of the United States

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the United States if specially authorized, and signed in
triplicate, and a photograph of the declarant must be
attached to each copy with an impression of the official
seal. The declaration must be made at least two weeks
before the date of intended departute, except in cases
of extraordinary emergency.

SEC. 5. That nothing in section 2 shall be held to
prevent the importation of skilled labor under the
conditions prescribed in the fourth proviso to section

SEC. 6. That nothing in this Act shall be held to
repeal the provisions of the joint resolution approved
October 19, 1918, entitled ¢“Joint resolution authorizing
the readmission to the United States of certain aliens
who have been conscripted or who have volunteered
for service with the military forces of the United States

or cobelligerent forces,”” or any amendment thereto.

SEC. 7. That during the period of suspension
provided for in section 2 otherwise admissible aliens
who have resided continuously in the Dominion of
Canada, Newfoundland, the Republic of Cuba, or the
Republic of Mexico for at least one year, and who are
not persons of the classes hereinbefore exempted, may

be temporarily admitted, for a period not exceeding six

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months, from such countries under such rules govern-
ing entry, inspection, temporary stay, and departute as
may he prescribed by the Commissioner General of
Immigration, with the approval of the Secretary of
Labor.

SEC. 8. That after the termination of the period
of suspension provided for in section 2 no other-
wise admissible alien shall be permitted to enter the
United States except in one of the two following
manners :

(a) Under the passport system provided for in
section 3, the provisions of which section shall, for the
purposes of this section, be applicable to the classes of
aliens therein described, and to no others; or

(1) Upon filing with the immigration authorities
at the port of entry, in addition to all other documents
now required by law, an admission statement, sworn
to by such alien, which shall be on a blank printed in

English and in a foreign language, and which shall

SEC. 9. (a) That for the purpose of this section
the nationality of an alien shall be determined by the
country of his birth. After the termination of the period
of suspension provided for in section 2, the number of
otherwise admissible aliens of any nationality who may
be admitted to the United States in any fiscal year in
the manner provided in paragraph (b) of section 8
shall be restricted to a percentage, not less than twenty
nor more than fifty, as the Secretary of Labor shall
determine in accordance with the provisions of this
section, of the number of males of such nationality,
age twenty-one years or over, naturalized and resident
within the United States as determined by the last
census taken preceding such fiscal year.

(b) The Secretary of Labor shall in April of each
year, after such public hearing as he may deem neces-

(c) The Secretary of Labor may make such
regulations as he deems necessary to prevent congestion
of immigration at any period of the fiscal year, to
avoid inconvenience to the transportation companies,
and to avoid hardships to the immigrants, because of
the provisions of this section. Aliens admissible under
regulations issued by the Commissioner General of
Immigration as provided in section 18, shall not be
reckoned in administering the restrictive percentage
provided for in this section.

SEC. 10. That an alien entering the United States

(b) If within one year from the date when he is
first entitled to become a citizen of the United States
upon compliance with the provisions of the naturaliza-
tion laws and of this Act he has not become a citizen.

In the case of any such alien whose failure to
make his declaration of intention or to become a citizen
is due, in the opinion of the Secretary of Labor, to
accident, sickness, or other cause beyond the control
of such alien, the Secretary may grant a reasonable
extension of time within which such alien may make
his declaration of intention or comply with the provi-
sions of law necessary to becoming a citizen, as the

case may be. ‘
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after fifteen days after the passage of this Act—

(a) Shall not be entitled to make the declaration
of intention provided for in the naturalization laws
unless he has resided continuously within the United
States for at least two years immediately preceding
the date of such declaration ; and

(b) Shall not be entitled to be admitted to
citizenship unless since the date of his declaration of
intention he has continuously resided within the United
States five years at least.

The requirements of this section shall be in addi-
tion to and not in substitution for the requirements of
the existing naturalization laws.

SEC. 11. That any alien who has entered the
United States by filing an admission statement, as
provided by subdivision (b) of section 8, shall be taken
into custody and deported in the manner provided for
in sections 19 and 20 of the Immigration Act—

(a) If (not being a married woman or a person

SEC. 12. That any alien who has entered the United
States by filing an admission statement as provided
by subdivision (b) of section 8, and who departs from
the United States before becoming a citizen thereof,
shall not again be permitted to enter the United States
unless he has obtained from the Secretary of Labor a
permit authorizing such departure. Such permits shall
be issued only for stated periods named therein, not to
exceed one year, and shall be issued wunder such
regulations as may be prescribed by the Secretary.

SEC. 13. That every alien admitted to the United
States after the termination of the period of suspension
provided in section 2 shall, at least once each year,
report to and register with the county clerk of the
county in which he resides or with an immigration
officer designated by the Commissioner General of
Immigration. For each such registration a fee of $1

shall be paid by such alien. Such report and registration

shall be made at such times and places and in such

¥
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manner as the Commissioner General of Immigration,
with the approval of the Secretary of Labor, may by
regulation prescribe.

Any alien who fails to register in accordance with
the regulations so prescribed shall be taken into custody
and deported in the manner provided in sections 19 and
20 of the Immigration Act, unless the Secretary of
Labor finds that such failure was caused by accident,
sickness, or other | cause beyond the control of such
alien.

SEC. 14. That in every case in which the deporta-
tion of any person is ordered under the provisions of
this Act or of the immigration laws the decision of the
Secretary of Labor shall be final.

SEC. 15. That the provisions of sections 18 and 20
of the Immigration Act, assessing a penalty for failure
or refusal to accept, to detain, or guard safely, to
return, and to transport to foreign destination aliens

excluded or expelled from the United States, or to pay

SEC. 17. That any person who substitutes any
name for the name written in any document herein
required, or any photograph for the photograph attached
to any such document, or forges or in any manner
alters any such document, or falsely personates any
person named in any such document, or issues or utters
any forged or fraudulent document, or presents to an
immigrant inspector or other Government official any
forged or fraudulent document, and any person other

than the one to whom there has been duly issued any

SEC. 18. That the Commissioner General of Im-

evidence concerning aliens, and defining offenses and

Such regula-
tions shall include special rules for the application of
this Act to the cases of aliens coming to the United

That this Act shall be enforced in the
Philippine Islands by officers of the general government
thereof, unless and until it is superseded by an act
passed by the Philippine Legislature and approved by
the President of the United States to regulate in the
Philippine Islands the subjects covered hereby, as
authorized in the Act entitled ‘“An Act to declare the
purpose of the people of the United States as to the
future political status of the people of the Philippine
Islands, and to provide a more autonomous government
for those islands,”” approved August 29, 1916.

SEC. 20. That any alien who, in pursuance of the
fourth section of chapter 12 of the Act of Congress
approved July 9, 1918, entitled ‘“An Act making
appropriations for the support of the Army for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 1919,” has withdrawn his declara-

tion of intention to become a citizen of the United States

and similar classes.”
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with the object of escaping military service, shall, on
the warrant of the Secretary of Labor, be taken into

It appears that movement has been started by
certain section of people in California to enact, through
process of initiative, new anti-Japanese legislation
abridging right of Japanese subjects and of their
children born in United States, ﬁ&r regard to acquisi-
tion or holding of any interest in real property.
Proposed measure is reported to be of such sweeping
nature as to deprive Japanese settled agriculturists
practically of their principal means of livelihood. It
will operate to immense hardships of peaceful and

law-abiding Japanese residents while invidious discrimi-
nation which it implies cannot fail to create very
painful impression in Japan. Developments of situation
respecting this movement are viewed by Japanese
Government with deep concern.
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Rough Observations on

the Proposed Initiative

Petition Concerning the Anti-Alien Land Measure.

1. In giving different treatment to aliens as defined
in sections 2 and 3 from those defined in section 1,
discrimination is shown which is diametrically opposed
to the spirit as well as the letter of the 14th Amend-
ment of the Federal Constitution which provides :

“Nor shall any state deprive any person of life,

liberty or property, without due process of law,
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nor deny to any person within its jurisdiction the

equal protection of the law.”

2. Sections 2 and 3 provide that all aliens, other
than those specified in Section 1, may hold land in
conformity with any existing treaty. These sections,
however, fail to specify what treatment shall be given
to such aliens when the treaty is abrogated or expires
for any reason, without substitution. It is not impos-
sible to suppose a case in which a treaty may become
non-operative from some cause other than war.

(Article 17, Treaty of Commerce and Navigation

hetween Japan and the United States.)

Is it, in such case, the purpose of the measure in
question to give to those aliens mentioned in sections
2 and 3 the same treatment as that proposed for aliens
in section 1?

(The question as to whether or not Japanese are

eligible for citizenship has not yet been decided by

the Supreme Court.)

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3. To prohibit the aliens of section 2 from leasing
land for agricultural purposes will deprive farmers of
that nationality of the means for securing a livelihood
and conflicts with the 14th Amendment of the Federal
Constitution.

(See case of Section 2 on Article XIX of the State

Constitution.)

4. Section 4 of the measure inhibits any person,
company, association or corporation, as defined in
sections 2 and 3, from being appointed as guardian of
the estate of minor citizens whose parents are ineligible.
This section may be considered from two points of
view :—

A. Deprivation of the rights of the citizen.

The minor under consideration is a citizen who is
entitled to parental protection. To deprive him of this
natural right is an act of discrimination against a
citizen born of ineligible parents. It is a denial to him

of the equal protection and the guarantees of the 14th

No one will doubt that the right to ‘“protection
and security for their persons and property” implies
the right of the minor citizen to have a natural

guardian of his estate.

B. Deprivation of the Parental Right.

To become the guardian of his child is a right of
the parent and includes the guardianship of the minor
child’s estate. The common law regards the parent as
the natural guardian.

The provisions of the proposed measures will again
be found to be in conflict with the cited 14th Amend-
ment of the Federal Constitution. They deny the equal

protection of the law.

It may be urged that such a minor is, at the same
time, a subject of Japan by virtue of Japanese law.

The People of the State of California do enact as

follows :

Section 1. All aliens eligible to citizenship under
the laws of the United States may acquire, possess,
enjoy, transmit and inherit real property, or any interest
therein, in this State, in the same manner and to the
same extent as citizens of the United States, except as

otherwise provided by the laws of this State.

Sec. 2. All aliens other than those mentioned in

Sec. 5. (a) The term ‘‘trustee’” as used in this

(¢) Any person, company, association or corpora-
tion that violates any provision of this section is guilty
of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine not
exceeding one thousand dollars or by imprisonment in
the County Jail not exceeding one year, or by both such
fine and imprisonment.

(d) The provisions of this section are cumulative

; act, shall escheat to the State of California. The attor-

ney general or district attorney of the proper county
shall institute proceedings to have such escheat adjudged
and enforced as provided insection seven of this act. In
such proceedings the court shall determine and adjudge
the value of such leasehold or other interest in such
real property, and enter judgment for the State for the
amount thereof together with costs. Thereupon the court
shall order a sale of the real property covered by such

Out of the proceeds arising from such sale,
the amount of the judgment rendered for the State shall
be paid into the State Treasury and the balance shall be
deposited with and distributed by the court in accord-
ance with the interest of the parties therein.

(a) This act shall not affect pending actions or
proceedings, but the same may be prosecuted and
defended with the same effect as if this act had not
been adopted ;

(b) No cause of action arising under any law of
this State shall be affected by reason of the adoption of
this act whether an action or proceeding has been
instituted thereon at the time of the taking effect of
this act or not and actions may be brought upon such
causes in the same manner, under the same terms and
conditions, and with the same eflect as if this act had
not been adopted ;

(c) This act in so far as it does not add to, take
from or alter an existing law, shall be construed as a
continuation thereof.

Sec. 13. The Legislature may amend this act in

Sec. 14. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause
or phrase of this act is for any reason held to be uncon-
stitutional, such decision shall not affect the validity of
the remaining portions of this act. The people hereby
declare that they would have passed this act, and each
section, subsection, sentence, clause and phrase thereof,
irrespective of the fact that any one or more other
sections, subsections, sentences, clauses or phrases be
declared unconstitutional.

Under date of September 3rd, 1920. the following
news item appeared in the Sacramento ‘“Tribune’’ :

‘Whereas, propaganda is being spread by designing
parties to the detriment of labor as to its position in
the matter, therefore, be it

‘Resolved, That this council, in regular session
assembled, does adopt the four following points as
labor’s position :

(1) Absolute restriction of all alien immigration.

(2) No fight to be made upon any person or
persons who are legal residents of the United States.

(3) Organize all workers who are capable of tak-
ing a union man’s job.

(4) We do not favor the removal of the oriental

from land to the industries’.
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Japanese diplomatic bluff.

California is not disturbed by diplomatic develop-
ments arising out of Japanese situation. It is nonsense
to talk about international gravity of the position.
Japan has been talking and talking ever since. Presi-

dent Theodore Roosevelt virtually invited her attempted

interference with our domestic affairs but it has not
made particle of difference in our policy. We are as
unmoved by Tokio’s Correspondence with Washington
as by propaganda leaflets and pamphlets written by

Mr. Johnson of Washington, from the Committee
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on Immigration and Naturalization, reported the follow-
ing bill; which was committed to the Committee of the
Whole House on the state of the Union and ordered to

be printed.

A BILL

To provide for the protection of the citizens of the
United States by the temporary suspension of immigra-
tion, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives of the United States of America in Congress
assembled, That as used in this Act —

The term ‘“United States’’ means the United States
and any waters, territory, or other place subject to the
jurisdiction thereof except the Isthmian Canal Zone;

but if any alien, or any alien seaman, leaves the Canal

Zone or any insular possession of the United States and
attempts to enter any other place under the jurisdiction
of the United States nothing contained in this Act

shall be construed as permitting him to enter under

alien to come from any foreign port or place, or, hav-
ing so come, to remain within the United States.

SEC. 3. (a) Section 2 shall not apply to other-
wise admissible aliens lawfully resident in the United
States, nor to otherwise admissible aliens of the fol-
lowing status or occupations, when complying with the
requirements of this section and with all other provi-
sions of the immigration laws:

(1) Government officials, their families, attend-
ants, servants, and employees ;

(2) Travelers or temporary sojourners for pleas-
ure, business, or curiosity, who may enter the United
States during the time of suspension of immigration
for a period not exceeding six months each, which
period may be extended in individual cases by the
Secretary of State;

(3) Bona fide students who may enter the United
States solely for the purpose of study at educational

institutions particularly designated by them; and upon

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any other conditions than those applicable to all aliens,
or to all alien seamen, respectively ;

The term “Immigration Act” means the Act of
February 5, 1917, entitled ‘““An Act to regulate the
immigration of aliens to, and the residence of aliens in,
the United States’’ ; and the term ‘‘immigration laws”
includes such Act and all laws, conventions, and trea-
ties of the United States relating to the immigration,
exclusion, or expulsion of aliens; and

The word ‘‘alien’” includes any person not a native-
born or naturalized citizen of the United States, but
this definition shall not be held to include Indians of
the United States not taxed nor citizens of the islands
under the jurisdiction of the United States.

SEC. 2. Except as otherwise provided in this Act,
from sixty days after the passage of this Act, and until
the expiration of two years next after its passage, the
immigration of aliens to the United States is prohibited,

and during such time it shall not be lawful for any

graduation, completion, or discontinuance of studies they
shall not be entitled to remain in the United States.

(b) An alien belonging to one of the classes or
persons enumerated in subdivision (a) shall be permit-
ted to enter the United States only upon presentation
of a valid passport or other official document in the
nature of a passport (hereinafter referred to as a pass-
port) satisfactorily establishing his identity, nationality,
and to which of the classes so enumerated he belongs,
together with a signed and certified photograph of the
bearer attached. A wife, or a female child under
twenty-one years of age, or a male child under sixteen
years of age, may be included in the passport of a
husband or parent, but a photograph of each must be
attached to the passport. Each male child sixteen years
of age or over must carry a separate passport.

(c) Each such passport must be viséed by an
American consulate, or a diplomatic mission if specially

authorized, in the country from which the holder starts
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on his trip to the United States, and if such country
is not the country to which he owes allegiance the
passport must also be viséed by a diplomatic or consu-
lar officer therein of his own country. In all cases the
passport must also be viséed by an American consulate,
or the diplomatic mission if specially authorized, in the
country from which the alien embarks for the United
States, or if he comes by land, the country by which

he enters the United States.

(d) Each alien coming within the provisions of
this section, except a duly accredited government offi-
cial, must {urnish to the American diplomatic or consu-

lar officer who visées the passport in the foreign
country from which he starts on his trip to the United
States, and to the American authorities at the port of
entry or elsewhere in the United States, a written
declaration setting forth: (1) The date and place of the
bearer’s birth; (2) the nationality and race of his

father and mother; (3) the place of the bearer’s last

States, he is found to be a member of a class excluded
by the immigration laws, he will be deported if practi-
cable, or, if for any reason deportation should be found
to be impracticable, will be held in detention in an
immigration station or other place of confinement, and
that he is, with full understanding thereof, assuming
all risks involved in a possible return trip in consequence
of being rejected under such law.

(e) A wife or minor child who does not expect
to reside with the husband or father in the United
States must carry a separate declaration.

(f) Each declaration must be affirmed or sworn
to before a consular officer, or a diplomatic officer of
the United States if specially authorized, and signed in
triplicate, and a photograph of the declarant must be
attached to each copy with an impression of the offi-
cial seal. The declaration must be made at least two
weeks before the date of intended departure, except in
cases of extraordinary emergency. One copy of the

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foreign residence and the other places, if any, where

bearer knows and understands the provisions of the
immigration laws, excluding certain classes of aliens
from the United States, and is certain that he does
not fall within any of such classes; (9) that the bearer

understands that if, on arrival at a port of the United

declaration must be filed in the embassy, legation, or
consulate by which the passport is first viséed, one
copy forwarded immediately to the Commissioner of
Immigration or inspector in charge at the port of entry
by which the declarant expects to enter the United
States, and one copy fastened to the passport of the
declarant in such a way that it may be removed upon
his departure from the United States. The copy last
mentioned must be presented with the passport to the
official at the port of entry into this country who
examines passports, and to the immigration official who
inspects the holder, and to such other officials in the
United States as may be authorized to inspect such
documents.

SEC. 4. (a) A citizen of the United States twen-
ty one years of age or over, who is a resident of the
United States, may, under regulations prescribed by
the Secretary of Labor, apply to him for permission to

bring into the United States or send for an otherwise
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admissible parent, grandparent, unmarried son under
twenty-one years of age, unmarried or widowed daugh-
ter, grandson under sixteen years of age whose father
is dead, or unmarried or widowed granddaughter whose
father is dead; and any alien who has declared, in the
manner provided by law, his intention to become a
citizen of the United States, and who is a resident of
the United States, may make like application in refer-
ence to an otherwise admissible husband or wife,
unmarried son under twenty-one years of age, or
unmarried or widowed daughter.

(b) If the Secretary of Labor is satisfied that the
entry into the United States of such relative would not
be in violation of the immigration laws, and that such
relative is likely to prove a desirable resident of the
United States, he may issue a permit to the applicant,
under such regulations as he may prescribe, which
shall authorize the immigration officers at the port of

entry to examine such relative upon arrival at such

SEC. 7. During the period of suspension provided
for in section 2 otherwise admissible aliens who have
resided continuously in the Dominion of Canada, New-
foundland, the Republic of Cuba, or the Republic of
Mexico for at least one year, and who are not persons
of the classes hereinbefore exempted, may be tempo-
rarily admitted, for a period not exceeding six months,
from such countries, under such rules governing entry,
inspection, temporary stay, and departure as may be
prescribed by the Commissioner General of Immigra-
tion, with the approval of the Secretary of Labor.

SEC. 8. Any alien who at any time after entering
the United States is found to have been at the time of
entry not entitled under this Act to enter the United
States, or to have remained therein for a longer time

than permitted under section 3 or section 7, shall be
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port. Thereafter the right of such relative to admission
shall be as provided by the immigration laws, except
that it shall not be subject to the Act entitled ‘““An
Act to prevent in time of war departure from and
entry into the United States, contrary to the public
safety, approved May 22, 1918, or to the provisions
of any proclamation, order, rule, or regulation made
thereunder, and except that the literacy test may, in
the discretion of the Secretary of Labor, be waived in
the case of such relative.

SEC. 5. Nothing in section 2 shall be held to pre-
vent the importation of skilled labor under the condi-
tions prescribed in the fourth proviso to section 3 of
the Immigration Act, nor to the importation of persons
employed as domestic servants.

SEC. 6. Nothing in this Act shall be held to repeal
the provisions of the joint resolution approved October
19, 1918, entitled ‘“Joint resolution authorizing the

readmission to the United States of certain aliens who

taken into custody and deported in the manner provided
for in sections 19 and 20 of the Immigration Act.

SEC.. 9. The provisions of sections 18 and 20 of
the Immigration Act, assessing a penalty for failure or
refusal to accept, to detain, or guard safely, to return,
and to transport to foreign destination aliens excluded
or expelled from the United States, or to pay mainte-
nance and deportation expenses of aliens, or for making
any charge for the return of excluded or expelled
aliens, or for taking any security for the payment of
such charge, or for taking any consideration from
aliens to be returned in case of landing, or for bring-
ing to the United States any deported aliens within a
year from date of deportation without the consent of
the Secretary of Labor, shall apply to and be enforced
in connection with the provisions of this Act relating
to the exclusion or expulsion of aliens.

SEC. 10. Willfully to give false evidence or swear

to any false statement in connection with the enforce-
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ment of this Act shall constitute perjury as such offense
is defined in section 16 of the Immigration Act; and
the provisions of sections 16 and 17 of the Immigration
Act, prescribing methods of procuring evidence concern-
ing aliens, and defining offenses and prescribing pun-
ishments therefor, shall apply to and be enforced in
connection with the provisions of this Act.

SEC. 11. Any person who substitutes any name
for the name written in any document herein required,
or any photograph for the photograph attached to any
such document, or forges or in any manner alters any
such document, or falsely personates any person named
in any such document, or issues or utters any forged
or fraudulent document, or presents to an immigrant
inspector or other Government official any forged or
fraudulent document, and any person other than the
one to whom there has been duly issued any document
prescribed by this Act who presents to an immigrant

inspector or other Government official any such docu-

arriving at ports of the United States employed on
vessels as seamen, and that, at the same time, the
enforcement of such laws shall not interfere with the
operation of the Act approved March 4, 1915, entitled
“An Act to promote the welfare of American seamen

in the merchant marine of the United States, to abolish

arrest and imprisonment as a penalty for desertion, and

to secure the abrogation of treaty provisions in relation
thereto, and to promote safety at sea.”

SEC. 13. This Act shall be enforced in the Philip-
pine Islands by officers of the general government
thereof, unless and until it is superseded by an Act
passed by the Philippine Legislature and approved by
the President of the United States to regulate in the
Philippine Islands the subjects covered hereby, as au-
thorized in the Act entitled ‘“An Act to declare the
purpose of the people of the United States as to the
future political status of the people of the Philippine
Islands, and to provide a more autonomous government
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ment, shall be guilty of a felony and upon conviction
thereof shall be fined in a sum not exceeding $ 1,000
or be imprisoned for a term of not more than five
years, or both.

SEC. 12. The Commissioner General of Immigra-
tion shall, with the approval of the Secretary of Labor,
issue such regulations, not inconsistent with law, as
may be deemed necessary and appropriate to place this

Act in full force and operation, except that regulations

for the viséing of passports under section 3 shall be
made by the Secretary of State. Such regulations shall
include special rules for the application of this Act to
the cases of aliens coming to the United States from or
through contiguous foreign territory, and to the cases
of aliens entering across the land boundaries for tem-
porary stay or at frequent intervals; also special rules
to insure that the provisions of this Act, of the Im-
migration Act, or of any law, convention, or treaty

relating to immigration shall not be violated by aliens

for those islands,”” approved August 29, 1916.
SEC. 14. The provisions of this Act are in addi-
tion to and not in substitution for the provisions of

the immigration laws.
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
