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With a view to applying more effectually the principle of the open door or equality of opportunity for the
trade and industry of all nations, the Powers represented in this Conference agree not to seek or to support
their nationals in asserting any arrangement which might purport to establish in favor of their interests
any general superiority of rights with respect to ‘commercial or economic development in any designated
region of the territories of China, or which might seek to create any such monopoly or preference as would
exclude other nations from undertaking any legitimate trade or industry or from participating with the Chi-

nese Government in any category of public enterprise; it being understood that this agreement is not to be so
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
