SPEECH BY HER MAJESTY THE QUEEN OF THE NETHERLANDS AT THE STATE
BANQUET, TOKYO, OCTOBER 22, 1991.

Your Imperial Majesty,

"One good word can warm three winter months" says the old proverb. You- have just uttered
not one, but many good words as you addressed us and our country. I want to start by
thanking you very much indeed flor your kind thoughts.

My husband and I greatly regret his inabi]ity to accompany me on this historic journey, It is
nevertheless a pleasure to be your guest this evening together with our eldest son. I have
- called our journey “historic" because it is the first State Visit of a Nethertands Head of State
to Japan. We are witnessing a noteworthy event in the already exceptional chronicle of
relations between our two nations stretching back almast 400 vears,

The long-standing bonds of friendship between our families are also of great significance. to
us, They give our visit an important extra dimension, We retain numerous pleasant memories

of the many visits you yourself and the members of your family have paid to the .

idiisiis

Netherlands, For our part indeed, this is, as you know, not our first acquamtancesh:p with
Japan. We have been able to visit Your country on various occasions down the years.

Consequently, we have been able to follow the impressive developments that have taken
place here during the last f'ew decades as it were stage by stage.

Your Majesty,

This occasion affords us a good opportunity thankfully to reminisce on our long and
remarkable common history, In spite of the thousands of miles that separate us, the
historical link between our nations is almost four centuries old, and is therefore one of the
oldest links between East and West ever established and maintained.

The details of this common history are known, though more widely in Japan than in the
Netherlands. Indeed, even non-historians have heard of the United East India Company,
which could be called the first multinational and which concluded a trade agreement with
Japan in 1609. The story of Japan, a country almost completely cut off from the rest of the
world, in which a small number of Dutchmen were tolerated as the sole Westerners, is an
oft-repeated saga in which the island of Deshima figures largely as the bridgehead between
Japan and the West, Many people know the term "Rangaku” denoting what was called "the
Dutch sciences”, For two centuries Dutch was the language through which all the scientific
and technical knowledge from the outside world entered Japan.

Our country continued to occupy a privileged position for some considerable time. after
Japan had opened her frontiers anew to the world. At the beginning of this new era in
Japan's history a Treaty of Friendship and Commerce was again concluded between our two
nations. This year marks the 350th anniversary of the establishment of the Dutch enclave on
Deshima and it is 135 years ago that the new Treaty, in which the foundation was laid for
our present-day relations, was concluded along the same lines.

Unfortunately, a deep guif between our two peoples resuited from events in the Second
World War. A greal number of Dutch people became victims of the war in the Pac;ﬁc Some
were involved as members of the forces, but over one hundred thousand civilians were also
interned for many fong years. It is a chapter in our history that is less well known in your
country. Many of my compatriots did not survive the war. Those who did return are marked
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for life by their experiences. Consequently, they are still suffering, in spite of the t1me that

has passea since then,

However, we do not forget that few countries remained unaffected by the war in the
Pacific, Even the people in Japan itseif ‘have had to suffer the awful consequences of war,
especially in the final horrendous days. We may not side-step the memories of those war
years. Sincere realization of the ordeals that cloud our past may help us overcome feelings of
resentment and bitterness. History cannot be undone, but neither do we want to be its
captive. The new generations in both our countries, better equipped through their knowledge
of the past, must now be free to face the future,

Your Majesty,

Democracy has become firmly established in your country since the war, and Japan has
endeavoured in ail her deeds and aspirations to be a nation of peace. Moreover, the new era
has featured will-power and collective effort. In the space of a few decades the Japanese
people have succeeded admirably in completing an extensive programme of reconstruction,
initiating at the same time strong economic development. Your national economy has grown
in spectacular fashion in the last few years, thus quite soon placing Japan in the ranks of
the world’s most prosperous countries. The story of this success has become aimost
legendary. It commands admiration the world over, but at once invites the criticism that is
directed at every country that takes the lead.

It is gratilying that this growing economic force is having a distinct effect on our bilateral
relations. The interchange of people and goods is becoming ever more intensive and there is
increasing exchange of high-level technical know-how, Some hundreds of Japanese firms
have selected the Netherlands as the country in which to establish themselves.

These intensive economic contacts are largely associated with the rapid integration of
Europe. Japan has become a natural partner for the European Communities. Both parties
realize this, and set their co-operation in regular consultation. The principles underlying this
co-operation and the purposes it is intended to serve are formulated in the common
declaration on relations between the European Communities, member countries and Japan,
which was promulgated on the [8th of July this year. The deciaration offers a new piatform
for an ongoing dialogue between Europe and Japan. ’

We can see that an ever stronper web of relationships is developing from the increasing
economic exchange. The fact, however, that people are in communication with each other
does not always mean that there is real contact between them. There is still, both in the
Netherlands and Japan, a certain degree of ignorance of éach other’s society and culture.
The many economic ties that have been forged between Japan and the Netherlands in the
recent past as components of a United Europe will certainly help us remove these invisible,
but still prevalent obstacles on the road to concord. On the Japanese front the Holland
Village that is being built:in 'your country is helping to achieve this in its own special way.

Qur exchanges in the field of cuiture are also bringing us closer .together. The Japanese
people's interest in expressions of Western, and particularly European culture is heartening
and very often surprisingly profound. Dutch orchestras, exponents of the visual arts and
scientists are warmly weicomed here. Many of them regard Japan as the land of promise
ajready proven.

Our cultural co-operation largely rests on your country's great interest in Western culture. It
is also sustained by our admiration for everything Japan has accomplished in this area. We
in the Netherlands are particularly aware of the wealth of Japanese cultural tradition,
especially because of our common past. Japan has made her influence felt throughout the
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world, both in the visual arts and in such divergent areas as poetry and architecture, while
the name Japan 15 even pre-eminently associated with the classical art of esthetic design.

Japanese artists down the ages have found inspiration mainly in nature and the countryside
around them. The changing seasons and the beauty of the landscape in all its simplicity and
calm have been an inexhaustible source of inspiration for their creativity and esthetic
perception. Harmony between Man and Nature is a classic theme in their art, It is a subject
that has lost none of its topical appeal with the passage of time. On the contrary, the
relationship between Man and Nature has become one of the major human problems in our

era of explosive technical advancement. Japan realized at an early stage the importance of
this turn of events and of the consequent obligations incumbent upon herself nnd upon all

the other members of the global community,

Both Japan and the Netherlands accord high priority to the solution of environmental
problems. Such problems are acute in both countries because of the great density of
population in smal! areas. Moreover, Japan has the responsibility of controlling her capital's
almost unbridied expansion. The magnitude of the problem at home has nevertheless not
prevented Japan from looking abroad and being in the forefront as common efforts are
made to solve the world’s environmental problems. Your country has for some considerable
time pioneered global ecological research, particularly into the destruction of the ozone
layer, and is a co-signatory to the "Hague Declaration of 1989" on the protection of our
climate. Japan’s plans for the construction of a satellite system for charting the.impairment
of our environment and climate are meaningful and promising. The Netherlands hopes to be
able to continue to collaborate intensively with Japan in the important field of ecology.

Japan is well aware of her own power and of the great international responsibility that it
entails. That awareness is also evident from the great effort she puts into co-operation with
Third World countries. Your nation clearly cherishes a desire also to utilize her economic
power to aid countries that have a long way to go on the road to their economic
development. In fact, the task your country has to accomplish transcends her contribution to
economic growth and relationships with developing countries. The world also expects a great
deal from Japan in international consultation on our common future,

I also am eagerly looking forward to a close
look at-massive Candi Borbbudur, which I once was able to
glimﬁse from the plane. I hope that my current visit to

Indonesia will serve to further enhancing exchanges
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between our two countries and that our friendly ties will
continue to develop as an important basis for the peace
and prosperify of Asia.
