In order to support Myanmar's efforts for reforms in various areas towards its democratization, national 
reconciliation and sustainable development, Japan announced that it would review its economic 
cooperation policy in April 2012 and extended economic cooperation focusing on the following areas. 

＊ In 2013, Japan carried out debt relief of about ¥300 billion.

The 
ferries named "Cherry" are loved and used by the 
c i t i z e n s  o f  Y a n g o n  a s  a  s y m b o l  o f  t h e  
friendship between Japan and Myanmar.

  Baluchaung No. 2 Hydropower Plant was built in 1960 with Japanese reparations based 

on the agreements and have played a great role in providing electricity since then. The 

rehabilitation project is being implemented by Japanese ODA.

The project improves safety by replacing the 
existing aged boats by 3 new ferries for crossing 
Yangon River.

This project constructs and repair temporary housing in 
internally displaced person camps and conduct training 
for good governance and coordination of the camps.

The Myanmar-Japan Center has been offering 
business courses since December 2013. In each 
course, lectures are given by Japanese instructors 
and students are encouraged to conduct serious 
discussion.

Construction of Health Centers

The project constructs two rural 
hea l t h  cen te r s  i n  Hpa -an  
Township, Kayin State.

The project constructs basic education high school 
building and toilet facilities in Kanpetlet Township, 
Chin State.

To improve maternal, newborn and child health in 
r emo te  ru ra l  a reas ,  t he  p ro j ec t  has  been  
implemented to establish Sub-Rural Health Centers, 
promote community-based health and nutrition 
education by village health workers and proceed 
capacity building of health workers.

The project improves the institutional and human 
resource capacity of legal, judicial and other relevant 
authorities in Myanmar, to develop and implement laws 
in response to social and economic needs according to 
international standards.

Construction of School Facilities

For the opening of business in 2015, Thilawa Special Economic Zone （SEZ） is being 
developed by the private sector comprising Japanese companies mainly. We are 
continuing various support for development of the SEZ to promote corporate 
investments to Myanmar. This project will improve surrounding infrastructure of the 
SEZ, such as electricity, water supply, telecommunication, roads and port facilities.
