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3. TECHNICAL COOPERATION

Technical Cooperation is a form of development cooperation for the transfer of technology required
for economic and social development of developing countries. Japan has supported Jordan since 1965
through receiving trainees, dispatching experts and etc. And, so far it has been implemented approximately
37,317 million Yen worth of cooperation with 1,051 Japanese experts and 2,850 local trainees.
