This
project will solve the issue of increasing wastes, as
well as protect Palau’s beautiful nature.

he Project for the Renovation of Palau Mariculture
Demonstration Center (2019) This center is used for
the cultivation of clam shellfish which is one of the
major marine products of Palau.
