Excellency,

I have the honour to confirm the following
understanding recently reached between the
representatives of the Government of Japan and
of the Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan concerning a Japanese loan to be
extended to the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan,
under the Financial Recycling Scheme, as one
of the measures for Japan's economic
assistance to the Middle Fastern countries
which have sustained severe economic losses
incurred by the current situation in the Gulf
region:

1. A commodity loan in Japanese yen up to the
amount of fourteen billion five hundred and
fifty-six million yen (¥14,556,000,000)
(hereinafter referred to as "the Commodity
Loan®) will be extended to the Government of
the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan by the
Overseas Economic Cooperation Fund
(hereinafter referred to as "the Fund®) in
accordance with the relevant laws and
regulations of Japan.

2. (1) The Commodity Loan will be made
available by a loan agreement to be concluded
between the Government of the Hashemite
Kingdom of Jordan and the Fund. The terms and
conditions of the Commodity Loan as well as
the procedures for its utilization will be

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governed by the said loan agreement which will
contain, inter alia, the following principles:

{(a) The repayment period will be twenty
(20) years after the grace period of ten
{10) years.

(b) The rate of interest will be one (1)
per cent per annum.

{(c) The disbursement period will be two (2)
years from the date of coming into force of
the loan agreement.

(2) The disbursement period mentioned in
sub-paragraph (1) (¢) above may be extended
with the consent of the authorities concerned
of the two Governments.

3. {1) The Commodity Loan will be made
available to cover payments to be made to
suppliers of eligible source countries by
importers in the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan
under such contracts as have been or may be
entered into between them for purchases of
such products as will be enumerated in a list
to be mutually agreed upon between the
authorities concerned of the two Governments
and for purchases of services incidental to
the purchases of those products, provided that
such purchases are made in such eligible
source countries for products produced in and
services supplied from those countries.

(2) The list mentioned in sub-paragraph (1)
above may be modified by agreement between the
authorities concerned of the two Governments.

(3) The scope of eligible source countries
mentioned in sub-paragraph (1)} above will be
agréeed upon between the authorities concerned
of the two Governments.

4. (1) The Government of the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan will take measures to have the
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equivalent in Jordanian currency of the amount
of yen disbursements of the Commodity Loan
transferred by the Central Bank of Jordan to
the counterpart fund account opened in the
name of the Government of the Hashemite
Kingdom of Jordan in the Central Bank of
Jordan. The amount of Jordanian currency thus
transferred shall be used to cover local
currency requirements of the economic and
social development projects of the Government
of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan.

(2) The Government of the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan will furnish the Government of Japan
with reports on the use of the counterpart
fund mentioned in sub-paragraph (1) above.

5. The Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan will ensure that products and/or
services mentioned in sub-paragraph (1) of
paragraph 3 are procured in accordance with
the guidelines for procurement of the Fund,
which set forth, inter alia, the procedures of
international tendering to be followed except
where such procedures are inapplicable or
inappropriate.

6. With regard to the shipping and marine
insurance of products purchased under the
Commodity Loan, the Government of the
Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan will refrain from
imposing any restrictions that may hinder fair
and free competition between the shipping and
marine insurance companies of the two
countries.

7. The Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan will exempt the Fund from all fiscal
levies or taxes imposed in the Hashemite
Kingdom of Jordan on and/or in connection with
the Commodity Loan as well as interest
accruing therefrom.
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8. The Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan will take necessary measures to ensure
that the Commodity Loan be used properly and
exclusively for purchases of products and/or
services mentioned in sub-paragraph (1) of
paragraph 3.

9. The two Governments will consult with each
other in respect of any matter that may arise
from or in connection with the foregoing
understanding.

I should be grateful if Your Excellency
would confirm the foregoing understanding on
behalf of the Government of the Hashemite
Kingdom of Jordan.

I avail myself of this opportunity to
extend to Your Excellency the assurance of my
highest consideration.
