Rome, December 19, 1990

Sir,

I have the honour to refer to the recent
disciussions held between the representatives
of the Government of Japan (hereinafter referred
to as "the Government”) and of the World Food
Programme (hereinafter referred to as “the
Programme”) in relation to the food aid
programme for the suffering people in Sudan and
have further the honour to propose the following
arrangements concerning the assistance which the
Government intends to extend through the
Programme in connection with the Food Aid
Convention, 1986:

1. The Government shall make available to the
Programme, in accordance with the relevant laws
and regulations of Japan, the amount of one
hundred and eighty million yen (¥180,000,000) in
the form of grant.

2. The Government shall make a payment of the
amount referred to in paragraph 1 in Japanese
yen to the World Food Programme Accounl opened
in the Tokyo office of an authorized foreign
exchange bank of Japan. This amount shall be
paid during the period hetween the date of
coming into force of the present arrangements

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and Mavch 31. 1991, unless the period is
extended by mutual agreement between the
authority concerned of the Government and the
Programme.

3. By and upon making the payment under Lho
preccding paragraph, the Government shall be
deemed to have made the assistance under the
present arrangements to the extent of the amount
of such payment.

4. (1) The total amount referred to in paragraph
1 above shall be used for the purchase of
Chinese sorghum and for the expenditures related
to such purchases, including freight, insurance
premium and the Programme’'s agency fees.

(2) Taking inlo account the current price of
Chinese sorghum, freight rates and imsurance
premium, il is anticipated that a minimum of
thirty-four million yen (¥34,000,000) of Chinese
sorghum will be purchased, shipped and delivered
to the suffering people in Sudan.

(3) The Programme shall enter into contracts
with suppliers for the purchase of the sorghum
referred to in sub-paragraph (2) and for the
shipping and insurance in accordance with the
Programme's financial rules.

9. The Programme shall take all the necessary
measures to deliver as soon as possible the
sorghum purchased under the preceding paragraph
to the suffering people in Sudan.

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(3) After the arrival of the first shipment
at the distribution sites, the Programme shall
endeavor to submit to the Government a report on
the distribution of the sorghum every three
months.

(4) Upon the completion of the distribution
of the sorghum purchased under the present
arrangements, Lhe Programme shall provide for
the Government a final report on the distribu-
tion, if possible together with photographs
taken at the distribution sites.

(5) The Programme shall ensure that markings
the sorghum bags bear indicate the sorghum has
heen donated by Japan.

I have further the honour to propose that the
present Note and your reply confirming the
foregoing arrangements shall be regardoed as
constituting an agreement hetween the Government
and the Programme, which shall enter inta force
on Lhe date of your veply.
