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(Japanese Note)

Rome, 16 June 1992

Sir,

I have the honour to refer to the recent
discussions held between the representatives
of the Government of Japan (hereinafter
referred to as "the Government") and of the
World Food Programme (hereinafter referred
to as "the Programme") in relation to the
food aid programme for the refugees and
displaced persons in Ethiopia and its
surrounding countries and the suffering
people in southern African countries
and have further the honour to propose
the following arrangements concerning
the assistance which the Government intends
to extend through the Programme in connection
with the Food Aid Convention, 1986:

1. The Government shall make available to
the Programme, in accordance with the relevant
laws and regulations of Japan, the amount of

one billion six hundred and ninety-seven million

yen (¥1,697,000,000) in the form of grant.

2. The Government shall make a payment of
the amount referred to in paragraph 1 in
Japanese yen to the World Food Programme
Account opened in the Tokyo office of an
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authorized foreign exchange bank of Japan.
This amount shall be paid during the period
between the date of coming into force of the
present arrangements and March 31, 1993,
unless the period is extended by mutual
agreement between the authority concerned of
the Government and the Programme.

3. By and upon making the payment under

the preceding paragraph, the Government shall
be deemed to have made the assistance under
the present arrangements to the extent of the
amount of such payment.

4. (1) The total amount referred to in
paragraph 1 above shall be used for the
purchase of American wheat and American and/or
Argentine maize and for the expenditures
related to such purchases, including freight,
insurance premium and the Programme's

agency fees.

(2) Taking into account the current price
of American wheat and American and/or
Argentine maize, freight rates and insurance
premium, it is anticipated that a minimum
of three hundred and thirty million yen
(¥330,000,000) of American wheat will be
purchased, shipped and delivered to the
refugees and displaced persons in Ethiopia
and its surrounding countries and a minimum
of four hundred and thirty-five million yen
(¥435,000,000) of American and/or Argentine
maize will be purchased, shipped and
delivered to the suffering people in
southern African coutntries.

the maize;
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(e) Freight costs;
(£) Insurance premium;
(g) Names of the suppliers; and

(h) Expected dates of shipment to and
arrival at distribution sites.

(2) Each time a shipment is loaded
aboard a ship or unloaded therefrom or
arrives at the distribution sites, the
Programme shall inform the Government of the
date and the quantity and condition of the
wheat and the maize.

(3) After the arrival of the first
shipment at the distribution sites, the
Programme shall endeavor to submit to the
Government a report on the distribution of
the wheat and the maize every three months.

(4) Upon the completion ef the
distribution of the wheat and the maize
purchased under the present arrangements,

the Programme shall provide for the Government
a final report on the distribution, if possible

together with photographs taken at the
distribution sites.

(5) The Programme shall ensure that
markings the wheat bags and the maize bags
bear indicate the wheat and the maize have
been donated by Japan.

I have further the honour to propose that the

present Note and your reply confirming the
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foregoing arrangements shall be regarded as
constituting an agreement between the
Government and the Programme, which shall
enter into force on the date of your reply.
