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(Japanese Note)

Rome, February 23, 2001
Madam,

I have the honour to refer to the recent discussions
held between the representatives of the Government of Japan
(hereinafter referred to as “the Government”) and of the
World Food Programme (hereinafter referred to as “the
Programme”) in relation to the food aid programme for the
suffering people in the Republic of Sudan and have further
the honour to propose the following arrangements concerning
the assistance which the Government intends to extend
through the Programme in connection with the Food Aid
Convention, 1999:

1. The Government shall make available to the Programme,
in accordance with the relevant laws and regulations of
Japan, the amount of seven hundred million yen
(¥700,000,000) in the form of grant.

2. The Government shall make a payment of the amount
referred to in paragraph 1 in Japanese yen to the World
Food Programme Account opened in the Tokyo office of a bank
of Japan. This amount shall be paid during the period
between the date of coming into force of the present
arrangements and March 31, 2001, unless the period is
extended by mutual agreement between the authority
concerned of the Government and the Programme.

3. By and upon making the payment under the preceding
paragraph, the Government shall be deemed to have made the
assistance under the present arrangements to the extent of
the amount of such payment.

4. (1) The total amount referred to in paragraph 1 above
shall be used for the purchase of sorghum produced in the
Republic of Sudan (hereinafter referred to as “the
Sorghum”) and for the expenditures related to such
purchases, including freight, insurance premium and the
Programme’s agency fees.

(2) Taking into account the current price of the
Sorghum, freight, insurance premium, and other related
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expenditures, it is anticipated that a minimum of one
hundred and forty million yen (¥140,000,000) of the Sorghum
will be purchased, shipped and delivered to the suffering
people in the Republic of Sudan.

(3) The Programme shall enter into contracts with
suppliers for the purchase of the Sorghum referred to in
sub-paragraph (2) and for the shipping and insurance in
accordance with the Programme’s financial rules.

5. The Programme shall take all the necessary measures to
deliver as soon as possible the Sorghum purchased under the
preceding paragraph to the suffering people in the Republic
of Sudan.

6. The Government and the Programme shall consult with
each other, at the request of either of them, on any matter
that may arise from or in connection with the present
arrangements.

7. (1) The Programme shall provide the Government with a
financial and operational report of the project in the form
of the Standardized Project Report. ’

(2) Upon the request made by the Government, the
Programme shall provide the Government with necessary
information on the project.

(3) The Programme shall ensure the visibility of the
Government'’s contribution through referring to the
contribution in its relevant publications and indicating,
by markings on the sorghum bags with the logo of Japan’s
ODA, that the Sorghum has been donated by Japan.

I have further the honour to propose that the present
Note and your reply confirming the foregoing arrangements
shall be regarded as constituting an agreement between the
Government and the Programme, which shall enter into force
on the date of your reply.
