With reference to the Notes exchanged between the
Government of Japan and the Government of the Republic of
Uganda on the dates enumerated in the List attached hereto
concerning Japanese loans (hereinafter referred to as “the
Previous Notes”), to the statement issued at Cologne on
June 18, 1999 by the heads of State and Government of
Japan, Canada, French Republic, Federal Republic of
Germany, Republic of Italy, United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Northern Ireland and United States of America regarding
the full cancellation of official development assistance
debt of the Heavily Indebted Poor Countries and to the
approval given by the International Monetary Fund and the
International Development Association on May 1 and May 2,

— 2000 that the Republic of Uganda has met mecessary —
conditions to receive comprehensive debt relief under the
Enhanced Heavily Indebted Poor Countries Initiative, I have
the honour to propose on behalf of. the Government of Japan
the following understanding:

1o A debt relief measure in the form of cancellation will
be taken in accordance with the relevant laws and
regulations of Japan by Japan Bank for International
Cooperation (hereinafter referred to as “the Bank”).

2% (1) The debts to be cancelled consist of the
following debts under the loan agreements concluded in
accordance with the Previous Notes (hereinafter referred to
as “the Debts”):

Amv all the principal outstanding as of September 1,
2000; and

(b) all the interest (including late interest) having
accrued on or before September 1, 2000 and not paid.

(2) The total amount of the Debts will be six billion
two hundred forty-seven million three thousand four hundred
and sixty-four yen (¥6,247,003,464).
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(3) Modifications may be made to the total amount
referred to in sub-paragraph (2) above by mutual consent
between the competent authorities of the Government of
Japan and of the Government of the Republic of Uganda,
after the final verification to be made by the Government
of the Republic of Uganda and the Bank. The competent
authorities of the Government of Japan will be the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs and the Ministry of Finance, and the
competent authorities of the Government of the Republic of
Uganda will be the Ministry of Finance, Planning and
Economic Development.

3. The Debts will be cancelled by notification to that
effect to be made by the Bank to the Government of the
Republic of Uganda. No interest will be charged on the
Debts between September 2, 2000 and the date of such
notification, both dates inclusive.

4. The Government of the Republic of Uganda shall, in

accordance with the result of the consultations between the
two Governments, take necessary measures to reduce poverty
and promote social and economic development of the Republic
of Uganda, taking into account the fact that the Debts will
