The Ministry of Foreign Affairs presents
its compliments to the Embassy of the United
States of America and has the honor to inform
the Embassy that with a view to facilitating
tourism as well as cultural and commercial
relations between Japan and the Trust Terri-
tory of the Pacific Islands, which is under
the United States administration, the Govern-
ment of Japan is prepared to waive, from
April 1, 1969, on a reciprocal basis, fees
for all types of visas to be obtained by the
citizens or inhabitants of the Trust Territory
of the Pacific Islands seeking entry to Japan
and in possession of valid passports issued
by the High Commissioner of the Trust Terri-
tory,

The Ministry undertakes to inform the
Embassy if there should be any change in this
policy.

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The Embassy of the United States of America
presents its compliments to the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs and has the honor to refer to
the Ministry's Note Verbale dated March 20,
1969 informing the Embassy that the Government
of Japan is prepared to waive from April 1,
1969, on a reciprocal basis, visa fees for the
citizens or inhabitants of the Trust Territory
of the Pacific Islands seeking entry to Japan
and in possession of valid passports issued
by the High Commissioner of the Trust Terri-
tory, The Embassy welcomes this action by
the Government of Japan, and has the honor to
report that the Administration of the Trust
Territory does not charge fees for the issu-
ance of entry permits (corresponding to visas)
to persons seeking entry to the Trust Terri-
tory, The Embassy undertakes to inform the
Ministry if there should be any change in this
policy,
