Excellency,

I have the honor to refer to the Mutual
Defense Assistance Agreement between Japan
and the United States of America signed at
Tokyo on March 8, 1954,

Article VII, paragraph 2 of the Agreement
provides that the Government of Japan will
make available, from time to time, to the
Government of the United States of America
funds in yen for the administrative and
related expenses of the latter Government in
connection with carrying out the Agreement.

Paragraph 3 of Annex G of the Agreement
provides that, in consideration of the con-
tributions in kind to be made available by
the Government of Japan, the amount of yen
to be made available as a cash contribution
by the Government of Japan for any Japanese
fiscal year shall be as agreed upon between
the two Governments.

Accordingly, I have further the honor to
propose on behalf of the Government of Japan
that, in consideration of the contributions
in kind to be made available by the Government
of Japan during the Japanese fiscal year from
April 1, 1976 to March 31, 1977, the amount of
the cash contribution to be made available by
the Government of Japan for the said fiscal
year shall not exceed seventy eight million
six hundred and forty two thousand yen
(¥78,642,000).
