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ARRANGEMENT BETWEEN JAPAN AND THE UNION OF
SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUBLICS FOR THE REGULATION
OF PELAGIC WHALING FOR MINKE WHALES
IN THE SOUTHERN HEMISPHERE

The Governments of Japan and of the Union
of Soviet Socialist Republics, being Parties
to the International Convention for the Regu-
lation of Whaling, signed at Washington on
December 2, 1946 (hereinafter referred to as
"the Convention'),

Have agreed upon the following arrangements:

ARTICLE 1

For the purpose of the present Arrangement,
the term "season shall mcan the season during
which the taking of minke whales in the Southern
Hemisphere is permitted under subparagraphs (b)
and (d) of paragraph 2 of the Schedule to the
Convention.

ARTICLE 2

In the 1981/82 season, of the total quota
of minke whales, authorized under the Convention

to be taken in the Southern Hemisphere by pelagic

expeditions, the quota allotted to Japan and
the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics shall
be allocated between the two countries in the
following manner:

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ARTICLE 3

(1) The catches taken in any of the Areas as
described below by pelagic expeditions under
the jurisdiction of either Govermment shall
not exceed the limits shown below:

(2) .Notwithstanding the above provisions, the
sum of the Area catches by pelagic expeditions
under the jurisdiction of either Govermment
shall not exceed the quotas for their respective
countries as allocated in Article 2.

ARTICLE 4

If a factory ship under the jurisdiction
of a Government which is not a Party to the
present Arrangement should engage in pelagic
whaling for minke whales in the Southern
Hemisphere and that Government is or becomes
a Party to the Convention, the present Arrange-
ment shall be terminated.

ARTICLE 5

The present Arrangement shall enter into
force on the day upon which it is signed by
the Governments referred to in the preamble.

ARTICLE 6

The present Arrangement shall be operative
until the end of the 1981/82 season.
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In witness whereof the undersigned, being
duly authorized thereto by their respective
Governments, have signed the present Arrange-
ment .
