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ARRANGEMENT FOR THE REGULATION OF ANTARCTIC
PELAGIC WHALING

The Governments of Japan, of the Kingdom
of Norway and of the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics, being Parties to the International
Convention for the Regulation of Whaling,
signed at Washington on December 2, 1946
(hereafter referred to as "the Convention™):

Have agreed upon the following arrangements:

ARTICLE 1

For the purpose of the present Arrangement,
the term "season" shall mean the season during
which the taking of baleen whales in the
Antarctic is permitted under paragraph 7 (a)
of the Schedule to the Convention.

ARTICLE 2

The total annual catch of baleen whales
authorised under the Convention to be taken
in waters south of 40° South Latitude by
pelagic expeditions shall be allocated among
the countries of the signatory Governments in
the following manner:

ARTICLE 3
The allocations mentioned in Article 2 are

not transferable as between one country and
another.
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ARTICLE 4

If a factory ship under the jurisdiction
of a Government which is not a party to the
present Arrangement should engage in Antarctic
pelagic whaling and that Government is or be-
comes a Party to the Convention, the present
Arrangement shall be terminated.

ARTICLE 5

The present Arrangement shall enter into
force on the day upon which it is signed by
the Governments referred to in the Preamble.

ARTICLE 6

The present Arrangement shall be operative
until the end of the 1971/72 season.

In witness whereof the undersigned, being
duly authorised thereto by their respective
Governments, have signed the present Arrange-
ment.

Done at Tokyo the thirtieth day of July,
1971, in the English language in a single
copy which shall be deposited in the archives
of the Government of Japan. The Government
of Japan shall transmit certified copies
thereof to all other signatory Governments.
