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AGREEMENT ON THE ALLOCATION OF THE TOTAL CATCH
QUOTA OF HAKE IN 1985 UNDER THE INTERNATIONAL
COMMISSION FOR THE SOUTHEAST ATLANTIC FISHERIES

The Governments ot the States Parties to
this Agreement, being Parties also to the Con-
vention on the Conservation of the Living
Resources of the Southeast Atlantic, done at
Rome on 23rd October 1969 (hereafter referred
to as '"the Convention");

Considering their mutual interest in tne
conservation and rational exploitation of the
living resources of the Convention Area;

Desiring to elaborate the Recommendation
relating to the regulation of the total catch
of hake in 1985 (hereafter referred to as "the
Recommendation'), adopted at the Sixth Special
Meeting of the International Commission for the
Southeast Atlantic Fisheries (hereafter referred
to as "the Commission'), at Torremolinos, Spain,
on 13th December 1984;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The area to which this Agreement shall apply
shall be waters of the Convention Area lying
between 17°17'S latitude and 28°38'S latitude,
and between 10°00'E longitude and 20°00'E
longitude, excluding waters falling in a
closed area established by the Commission,.

Article 2
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The total catch of hake in 1985 set
in the Recommendation shall be allocated
the following manner:

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1985, transfer their catch allocations
or parts thereof to any other State or
States referred to above,

(b) The Executive Secretary of the Commis-
sion shall be immediately notified by
the Governments of the States concerned
of the terms of any ,such transfers,
and he shall promptly notify all
Contracting Parties to this Agreement.

Article 3

(1) This Agreement shall enter into force when
all the Governments of the States referred
to in paragraph (1) of Article 2 shall have
deposited their notifications of acceptance
with the Executive Secretary of the Com-
mission,

(2) The Executive Secretary of the Commission
shall inform all Contracting Parties to
this Agreement:

(a) of the deposit of notifications of
acceptance in accordance with paragraph
(1) above;

(b) of the date on which this Agreement
entered into force in accordance with
paragraph (1) above,

(3) The original of this Agreement shall be
deposited with the Executive Secretary of
the Commission,
