G20 statement on the situation in Haiti

The Group of 20 expresses its solidarity and sincere condolences to the people
and Government of the Republic of Haiti for the devastation caused by the
earthquakes of January 12, resulting in the tragic loss of human lives, injury and
considerable material damages.
